Instructions for opening the allophones audio file with an embedded cue list in EVPMaker
Step 1: Download the allophones file here:  http://www.tonbandstimmen.de/files/speakjet/SpeakJetAllophones.wav
Step 2: Download and install the EVPMaker software from here:
http://www.stefanbion.de/evpmaker/evpminst.exe
Step 3: Open EVPMaker and open the allophones file with the embedded cue list that you downloaded in step 1.
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Step 4: Select the option to “Use Cue List”
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Step 5: Click on the Yellow play button to hear the cue list of the allophones play at random.
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Selecting the option “Z-Cross” will make a difference in the sound and smoothness of the playback of the file. If you use a slower version of the allophones file, you will find that selecting this option seems to help.
